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Course Description: This course engages students by integrating business and entrepreneurship skills with manufacturing and production skills in an authentic business setting.  The student will solve career-centered problems as they run an advanced fabrication lab. The proceeds generated from the business aspect of the program will be utilized to self-fund the venture or provide philanthropic opportunities for the students through community service or monetary gifts to local charities. Students will create business plans, generate product ideas, coordinate activities in the promotional mix, and demonstrate specialized sales processes and techniques.  Students apply critical thinking skills by developing the various facets of a business plan and ultimately presenting that plan to investors. Students will also be utilizing the Junior Achievement JA Company Program for assistance. 
Course Objectives:  This course is designed to provide students with the fundamental knowledge needed for organizing, developing, and implementing a business within the private free enterprise system. Topics of study will include learning the advantages and disadvantages of owning a business, preparing a business plan, choosing a location, securing a loan, determining organizational structure, and promoting a business.
